As President Biden has said, democracy doesn’t happen by accident. We have to defend,
strengthen, and renew it to ensure free and fair elections that reflect the will of the
American people. Too many Americans face significant obstacles to exercising their
sacred, fundamental right to vote. For generations, discriminatory policies have
suppressed the votes of Black Americans and other voters of color. Voters of color are
more likely than white voters to face long lines at the polls and are disproportionately
burdened by overly restrictive voter identification laws and limited opportunities to vote
by mail. Native Americans likewise face limited opportunities to vote by mail and
frequently lack sufficient polling places and voter registration opportunities near their
homes. Lack of access to language assistance is an obstacle for many voters.  People with
disabilities face longstanding barriers to exercising their right to vote, especially when it

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comes to legally required accommodations to vote privately and independently. Members
of our military also face unnecessary challenges to exercising their right to vote.
 
While the President continues to call on Congress to restore the Voting Rights Act and
pass the Freedom to Vote Act, which includes bold reforms to make it more equitable and
accessible for all Americans to exercise their fundamental right to vote, he also knows we
can’t wait to act. That is why on March 7, the 56th anniversary of Bloody Sunday, the
President signed an Executive Order to leverage the resources of the federal government
to increase access to voter registration services and information about voting, helping
deliver on the promise of Congressman Lewis’ fight against these anti-voter burdens and
the fight of so many others seeking to protect the right to vote before and since. Today,
more than a dozen agencies across the federal government are announcing
steps they are taking to respond to the President’s call for an all-of-
government action to promote voting access and to further the ability of all
eligible Americans to participate in our democracy.
 
The Executive Order is only part of the President’s efforts to protect the right to vote and
ensure all eligible citizens can freely participate in the electoral process. For months, Vice
President Harris has engaged the American people; civil and voting rights advocacy
groups; pollworkers; and other voting populations around the country that have been
historically marginalized to advance the Administration’s efforts to protect the right to
vote. The President has appointed strong civil rights leadership at the Department of
Justice. And he has partnered with civil rights organizations, the business community,
faith leaders, young Americans, and others to activate an all-hands-on-deck effort to
protect this sacred right and uphold democratic values.
 
The Executive Order called for each agency to submit to Domestic Policy Advisor Susan
Rice a strategic plan outlining the ways that the agency can promote nonpartisan voter
registration and voter participation. These strategic plans are just the beginning of each
agency’s commitments. In the weeks and months to come, agencies will further build out
their capacity to get relevant information out to the public, help eligible voters better
understand their opportunities for engagement, and facilitate participation in the electoral
process. 
 
New key early actions to implement the President’s Order include:

The Department of Agriculture’s Rural Housing Service will encourage the
provision of nonpartisan voter information through its borrowers and guaranteed
lenders, who interface with thousands of residents in the process of changing their
voting address every year. In addition, Rural Development agencies — which are
spread throughout field offices across the country where rural Americans can apply
for housing, facilities, or business assistance — will take steps to promote access to
voter registration forms and other pertinent nonpartisan election information
among their patrons.
 
The Department of Defense will support a comprehensive approach to
information and voting awareness for servicemembers and civilian personnel voting
at home, in addition to the structure currently assisting members of the military
stationed away from home and citizens overseas.  The Department will develop
materials in additional languages and send nonpartisan information at regular
intervals before federal elections to ensure that eligible servicemembers and their
families — particularly first-time voters -- have opportunities to register and vote if
they wish.
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The Department of Education will prepare a tool kit of resources and strategies
for increasing civic engagement at the elementary school, secondary school, and
higher education level, helping more than 67 million students — and their families
— learn about civic opportunities and responsibilities.  The Department will also
remind educational institutions of their existing obligation and encourage
institutions to identify further opportunities to assist eligible students with voter
registration.
 
The General Services Administration will ensure vote.gov is a user-friendly
portal for Americans to find the information they need most to register and vote. 
Available in over ten languages and in a format accessible for voters with
disabilities, vote.gov will make it easier for eligible users to register to vote or
confirm their registration status.  Agencies across the federal government will link
to vote.gov to encourage Americans to participate in the electoral process.
 
The Department of Health and Human Services’ Administration for
Community Living will launch a new voting access hub to connect older adults and
people with disabilities to information, tools and resources to help them
understand and exercise their right to vote. The Indian Health Service will offer its
patients assistance with voter registration.  The President’s Budget also requests a
25% increase in grants for the Administration for Community Living to distribute to
state Protection and Advocacy systems, to provide a range of services that ensure
that people with disabilities can fully participate in the electoral process.
 
The Department of Homeland Security will invite state and local governments
and nonpartisan nonprofit organizations to register voters at the end of
naturalization ceremonies for the hundreds of thousands of citizens naturalized
each year, and will develop a new online resource on voting for recently naturalized
citizens.  The Department will also provide information and resources for voters
impacted by a disaster or emergency event through its training preparedness
initiatives.
 
The Department of Housing and Urban Development will communicate
with public housing authorities (PHAs) — more than 3000 authorities, managing
approximately 1.2 million public housing units — through a letter to Executive
Directors that provides useful information to PHAs about permissible ways to
inform residents of non-partisan voter registration information and services. The
Department will also assist relevant HUD-funded service providers by highlighting
and sharing promising practices that improve non-partisan voting registration and
voting access for people experiencing homelessness.
 
The Institute of Museum and Library Services will create and distribute a
toolkit of resources and strategies that libraries, museums, and heritage and
cultural institutions can use to promote civic engagement and participation in the
voting process.
 
The Department of the Interior will disseminate information on registering and
voting, including through on-site events, at schools operated by the Bureau of
Indian Education and Tribal Colleges and Universities, serving about 30,000
students.  The Department will also, where possible, offer Tribal College and
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University campuses for designation by states as voter registration agencies under
the National Voter Registration Act.
 
The Department of Justice has created an online resource for the public that
will provide links to state-specific information about registering and voting; detail
the Department’s enforcement of federal voting rights laws and guidance it has
issued to jurisdictions on the scope of those laws; and explain how to report
potential violations.  The Department will also provide information about voting to
individuals in federal custody, facilitate voting by those who remain eligible to do so
while in federal custody, and educate individuals before reentry about voting rules
and voting rights in their states.  And after the Census Bureau determines localities
with specific responsibilities for language access, the Department will deliver
guidance and conduct outreach to each covered jurisdiction to facilitate compliance.
 
The Department of Labor will issue guidance encouraging states to designate
the more than 2,400 American Job Centers, which provide employment, training,
and career services to workers in every state, as voter registration agencies under
the National Voter Registration Act. The Department of Labor will continue to
require Job Corps centers to implement procedures for enrollees to vote, and where
local law and leases permit, encourage Job Corps centers to serve as polling
precincts.  The Department will also provide guidance that grantees can use federal
workforce development funding, where consistent with program authority, to
conduct nonpartisan voter registration efforts with participants.
 
The Department of Transportation will communicate guidance to transit
systems — including more than 1,150 rural public transit systems and more than
1,000 urban public transit systems — to consider providing free and reduced fare
service on election days and consider placing voter registration materials in high-
transit stations.  The Department will also work with state and local entities seeking
to mitigate traffic and construction impacts on routes to the polls, particularly in
underserved communities.
 
The Department of the Treasury will include information about registration
and voter participation in its direct deposit campaigns for Americans who receive
Social Security, Veterans Affairs, and other federal benefit payments.
 
The Department of Veterans Affairs will provide materials and assistance in
registering and voting for tens of thousands of inpatients and residents, including
VA Medical Center inpatients and residents of VA nursing homes and treatment
centers for homeless veterans.  The Department will also facilitate assistance in
registering and voting for homebound veterans and their caregivers through VA’s
home-based and telehealth teams.

And after the Census Bureau determines localities with specific responsibilities for language access, the Department will deliver guidance and conduct outreach to each covered jurisdiction to facilitate compliance.

· The Department of Labor will issue guidance encouraging states to designate the more than 2,400 American Job Centers, which provide employment, training, and career services to workers in every state, as voter registration agencies under the National Voter Registration Act. The Department of Labor will continue to require Job Corps centers to implement procedures for enrollees to vote, and where local law and leases permit, encourage Job Corps centers to serve as polling precincts.  The Department will also provide guidance that grantees can use federal workforce development funding, where consistent with program authority, to conduct nonpartisan voter registration efforts with participants.

· The Department of Transportation will communicate guidance to transit systems — including more than 1,150 rural public transit systems and more than 1,000 urban public transit systems — to consider providing free and reduced fare service on election days and consider placing voter registration materials in high-transit stations.  The Department will also work with state and local entities seeking to mitigate traffic and construction impacts on routes to the polls, particularly in underserved communities.  

· The Department of the Treasury will include information about registration and voter participation in its direct deposit campaigns for Americans who receive Social Security, Veterans Affairs, and other federal benefit payments. 

· The Department of Veterans Affairs will provide materials and assistance in registering and voting for tens of thousands of inpatients and residents, including VA Medical Center inpatients and residents of VA nursing homes and treatment centers for homeless veterans.  The Department will also facilitate assistance in registering and voting for homebound veterans and their caregivers through VA’s home-based and telehealth teams.

Biden Administration Promotes Voter Participation with New Agency Steps 

 
Agencies Respond to President Biden’s Call for All-of-Government Action on Information on 

Voting and Opportunities to Register and Vote 
 
As President Biden has said, democracy doesn’t happen by accident. We have to defend, 
strengthen, and renew it to ensure free and fair elections that reflect the will of the American 
people. Too many Americans face significant obstacles to exercising their sacred, fundamental 
right to vote. For generations, discriminatory policies have suppressed the votes of Black 
Americans and other voters of color. Voters of color are more likely than white voters to face 
long lines at the polls and are disproportionately burdened by overly restrictive voter 
identification laws and limited opportunities to vote by mail. Native Americans likewise face 
limited opportunities to vote by mail and frequently lack sufficient polling places and voter 
registration opportunities near their homes. Lack of access to language assistance is an obstacle 
for many voters.  People with disabilities face longstanding barriers to exercising their right to 
vote, especially when it comes to legally required accommodations to vote privately and 
independently. Members of our military also face unnecessary challenges to exercising their 
right to vote. 
 
While the President continues to call on Congress to restore the Voting Rights Act and pass the 
Freedom to Vote Act, which includes bold reforms to make it more equitable and accessible for 
all Americans to exercise their fundamental right to vote, he also knows we can’t wait to act. 
That is why on March 7, the 56th anniversary of Bloody Sunday, the President signed an 
Executive Order to leverage the resources of the federal government to increase access to voter 
registration services and information about voting, helping deliver on the promise of 
Congressman Lewis’ fight against these anti-voter burdens and the fight of so many others 
seeking to protect the right to vote before and since. Today, more than a dozen agencies across 
the federal government are announcing steps they are taking to respond to the President’s 
call for an all-of-government action to promote voting access and to further the ability of 
all eligible Americans to participate in our democracy.  
 
The Executive Order is only part of the President’s efforts to protect the right to vote and ensure 
all eligible citizens can freely participate in the electoral process. For months, Vice President 
Harris has engaged the American people; civil and voting rights advocacy groups; pollworkers; 
and other voting populations around the country that have been historically marginalized to 
advance the Administration’s efforts to protect the right to vote. The President has appointed 
strong civil rights leadership at the Department of Justice. And he has partnered with civil rights 
organizations, the business community, faith leaders, young Americans, and others to activate an 
all-hands-on-deck effort to protect this sacred right and uphold democratic values. 
 
The Executive Order called for each agency to submit to Domestic Policy Advisor Susan Rice a 
strategic plan outlining the ways that the agency can promote nonpartisan voter registration and 
voter participation. These strategic plans are just the beginning of each agency’s commitments. 
In the weeks and months to come, agencies will further build out their capacity to get relevant 
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information out to the public, help eligible voters better understand their opportunities for 
engagement, and facilitate participation in the electoral process.   
 
New key early actions to implement the President’s Order include: 
 

• The Department of Agriculture’s Rural Housing Service will encourage the provision 
of nonpartisan voter information through its borrowers and guaranteed lenders, who 
interface with thousands of residents in the process of changing their voting address 
every year. In addition, Rural Development agencies — which are spread throughout 
field offices across the country where rural Americans can apply for housing, facilities, or 
business assistance — will take steps to promote access to voter registration forms and 
other pertinent nonpartisan election information among their patrons. 

• The Department of Defense will support a comprehensive approach to information and 
voting awareness for servicemembers and civilian personnel voting at home, in addition 
to the structure currently assisting members of the military stationed away from home 
and citizens overseas.  The Department will develop materials in additional languages 
and send nonpartisan information at regular intervals before federal elections to ensure 
that eligible servicemembers and their families — particularly first-time voters -- have 
opportunities to register and vote if they wish. 

• The Department of Education will prepare a tool kit of resources and strategies for 
increasing civic engagement at the elementary school, secondary school, and higher 
education level, helping more than 67 million students — and their families — learn 
about civic opportunities and responsibilities.  The Department will also remind 
educational institutions of their existing obligation and encourage institutions to identify 
further opportunities to assist eligible students with voter registration. 

• The General Services Administration will ensure vote.gov is a user-friendly portal for 
Americans to find the information they need most to register and vote.  Available in over 
ten languages and in a format accessible for voters with disabilities, vote.gov will make it 
easier for eligible users to register to vote or confirm their registration status.  Agencies 
across the federal government will link to vote.gov to encourage Americans to participate 
in the electoral process.   

• The Department of Health and Human Services’ Administration for Community 
Living will launch a new voting access hub to connect older adults and people with 
disabilities to information, tools and resources to help them understand and exercise their 
right to vote. The Indian Health Service will offer its patients assistance with voter 
registration.  The President’s Budget also requests a 25% increase in grants for the 
Administration for Community Living to distribute to state Protection and Advocacy 
systems, to provide a range of services that ensure that people with disabilities can fully 
participate in the electoral process.  

• The Department of Homeland Security will invite state and local governments and 
nonpartisan nonprofit organizations to register voters at the end of naturalization 
ceremonies for the hundreds of thousands of citizens naturalized each year, and will 
develop a new online resource on voting for recently naturalized citizens.  The 
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Department will also provide information and resources for voters impacted by a disaster 
or emergency event through its training preparedness initiatives. 

• The Department of Housing and Urban Development will communicate with public 
housing authorities (PHAs) — more than 3000 authorities, managing approximately 1.2 
million public housing units — through a letter to Executive Directors that provides 
useful information to PHAs about permissible ways to inform residents of non-partisan 
voter registration information and services. The Department will also assist relevant 
HUD-funded service providers by highlighting and sharing promising practices that 
improve non-partisan voting registration and voting access for people experiencing 
homelessness.   

• The Institute of Museum and Library Services will create and distribute a toolkit of 
resources and strategies that libraries, museums, and heritage and cultural institutions can 
use to promote civic engagement and participation in the voting process.

Agencies Respond to the Call for All-of-Government Action on Information on Voting and Opportunities to Register and Vote





As President Biden has said, democracy doesn’t happen by accident. We have to defend, strengthen, and renew it to ensure free and fair elections that reflect the will of the American people.  Too many Americans face significant obstacles to exercising their sacred, fundamental right to vote. For generations, discriminatory policies have suppressed the votes of Black voters and other voters of color. Voters of color are more likely than white voters to face long lines at the polls and are disproportionately burdened by overly restrictive voter identification laws and limited opportunities to vote by mail. Native Americans likewise face limited opportunities to vote by mail and frequently lack sufficient polling places and voter registration opportunities near their homes. Limited access to language assistance is an obstacle for many voters.  People with disabilities face longstanding barriers in exercising their right to vote, especially when it comes to legally required accommodations to vote privately and independently. Members of our military also face unnecessary challenges to exercising their right to vote.



While the President continues to call on Congress to restore the Voting Rights Act and pass the Freedom to Vote Act, which includes bold reforms to make it more equitable and accessible for all Americans to exercise their fundamental right to vote, he also knows we can’t wait to act. That is why on the on the 56th anniversary of Bloody Sunday, the President signed an Executive Order to help deliver on the promise of Congressman Lewis’ fight against these anti-voter burdens, and the fight of so many others seeking to protect the right to vote before and since.  The Executive Order represents an all-of-government commitment to promote voting access and further the ability of all eligible Americans to participate in our democracy. It is a directive to leverage the resources of the federal government to increase access to voter registration services and information about voting.



The Executive Order is only part of the President’s efforts to protect the right to vote and ensure all eligible citizens can freely participate in the electoral process. He has appointed strong civil rights leadership at the Department of Justice.  He has asked Vice President Harris to lead a public effort convening forums for Americans in some of our most historically vulnerable voting populations and others, like volunteer pollworkers, feeling vulnerable for the first time.  And he has partnered with civil rights organizations, the business community, faith leaders, young Americans, and others to activate an all-hands-on-deck effort to protect this sacred right and uphold democratic values.



The Executive Order calls for each agency to submit a strategic plan outlining the ways that the agency can promote nonpartisan voter registration and voter participation.  These strategic plans are just the beginning of each agency’s commitments; in the weeks and months to come, agencies will further build out their capacity to get relevant information out to the public, help eligible voters better understand their opportunities for engagement, and facilitate participation in the electoral process.  Key early actions to implement the President’s Order include:



· [bookmark: _Hlk83399189]The Department of Agriculture’s Rural Housing Service will encourage the provision of nonpartisan voter information through its borrowers and guaranteed lenders, who interface with thousands of residents in the process of changing their voting address every year. In addition, Rural Development agencies — which are spread throughout field offices across the country where rural Americans can apply for housing, facilities, or business assistance — will take steps to promote access to voter registration forms and other pertinent nonpartisan election information among their patrons.

· The Department of Defense will support a comprehensive approach to information and voting awareness for servicemembers and civilian personnel voting at home, in addition to the structure currently assisting members of the military stationed away from home and citizens overseas.  The Department will also develop materials in additional languages and will send nonpartisan information at regular intervals before federal elections to ensure that eligible servicemembers — particularly first-time voters — and their families have opportunities to register and vote if they wish.

· The Department of Education will prepare a tool kit of resources and strategies for increasing civic engagement at the elementary school, secondary school, and higher education level, helping more than 67 million students — and their families — learn about civic opportunities and responsibilities.  The Department will also remind educational institutions of their existing obligations, and encourage institutions to identify further opportunities, in assisting eligible students with voter registration.

· The Department of Health and Human Services will launch a new voting access hub to connect older adults and people with disabilities to information, tools and resources to help them understand and exercise their right to vote, and the Indian Health Service will offer its patients assistance with voter registration.  The President’s Budget also requests a 27% increase in grants for the Department to distribute to state Protection and Advocacy systems, to provide a range of services that ensure that people with disabilities can fully participate in the electoral process. 

· The Department of Homeland Security will invite state and local governments and nonpartisan nonprofit organizations to register voters at the end of naturalization ceremonies for the hundreds of thousands of citizens naturalized each year, and will develop a new online resource on voting for recently naturalized citizens.  The Department will also provide information and resources for voters impacted by a disaster or emergency event through its training preparedness initiatives.

· The Department of Housing and Urban Development will communicate with public housing authorities (PHAs) — more than 3000 authorities, managing approximately 1.2 million public housing units — through a letter to Executive Directors that provides useful information for PHAs about permissible ways to inform residents of non-partisan voter registration information and services. The Department will also assist relevant HUD-funded service providers by highlighting and sharing promising practices that improve non-partisan voting registration and voting access for people experiencing homelessness.  

· The Department of the Interior will disseminate information on registering and voting, including through on-site events, at schools operated by the Bureau of Indian Education and other Tribal Colleges and Universities, serving about 30,000 students.

· The Department of Justice has created an online resource for the public that will connect them with state-specific information about registering and voting, will detail the Department’s enforcement of federal voting rights laws, and will explain how to report potential violations.  With respect to individuals in federal custody, the Department will provide information about voting, facilitate voting by those who remain eligible to do so, and educate individuals before reentry about voting rules and voting rights in their states.  And after the Census Bureau determines localities with specific responsibilities for language access, the Department will deliver guidance and conduct outreach to each covered jurisdiction to facilitate compliance.

· The Department of Labor will issue guidance encouraging states to designate the more than 2400 American Job Centers — centers providing employment, training, and career services to workers, located in every state — as voter registration agencies under the National Voter Registration Act, will continue to require Job Corps centers to implement procedures for enrollees to vote, and will, where local law and leases permit, encourage Job Corps centers to serve as polling precincts.  The Department will also provide guidance that grantees can use federal workforce development funding, where consistent with program authority, to conduct nonpartisan voter registration efforts with participants.

· The Department of Transportation will communicate guidance to transit systems — including more than 1150 rural public transit systems and more than 1000 urban public transit systems — to consider providing free and reduced fare service on election days and placing voter registration materials in high-transit stations.  The Department will also work with state and local entities seeking to mitigate traffic and construction impacts on routes to the polls, particularly in underserved communities.  

· The Department of the Treasury will include information about registration and voter participation in its direct deposit campaigns for Americans who receive Social Security, Veterans Affairs, and other federal benefit payments. 

· The Department of Veterans Affairs will provide assistance in registering and voting for tens of thousands of inpatients and residents, including VA Medical Center inpatients and residents of VA nursing homes and treatment centers for homeless veterans.  The Department will also facilitate assistance in registering and voting for homebound veterans and their caregivers, through VA’s home-based and telehealth teams.  

· The General Services Administration will ensure that vote.gov will become a single user-friendly portal for Americans to find the information they need most to register and vote.  In at least twelve different languages and in a format accessible for voters with disabilities, vote.gov will make it easier for users to register to vote and confirm their registration status, across the country.  Agencies across the federal government will link to vote.gov, helping Americans seeking information and service also get the information they need to participate as they wish in the electoral process.  

· The Institute of Museum and Library Services will create and distribute a toolkit of resources and strategies that libraries, museums, and heritage and cultural institutions can use to promote civic engagement and participation in the voting process.

USDA can coordinate its vast online presence to direct customers to relevant voting information and resources. Through USDA.gov, USDA’s primary website, USDA could make available a primary graphic and link to vote.gov and identify relevant pages within the website to add additional graphics, widgets, and links. If applicable, USDA.gov could develop a dedicated web area to promote available voting resources and content unique to USDA. USDA could also coordinate with our entire network of mission areas and sub-agencies to help deliver voting information on their websites, relevant to their subject matter expertise, reaching millions of people daily.

USDA could utilize our social media channels (Twitter, Facebook, Instagram, YouTube) to encourage rural audiences to vote and provide voter education tools and resources. Through social media, USDA has the opportunity to reach millions of followers and users, navigating them to vote.gov for voter registration and information. Through carefully crafted messaging and visual tools, USDA could create new content to distribute widely across our social channels. USDA could coordinate with major sub-agencies such as FNS, FS, and FPAC to leverage their social networks.

FPAC could provide basic voter information and relevant voter registration links through farmers.gov, FPAC social media, as well as each agency’s individual website.



III. Providing information offline, in activities/services that directly engage the public:

According to the FNS read of regulations and statutes related to the Food Distribution programs, The Emergency Food Assistance Program (TEFAP), Commodity Supplemental Food Program (CSFP) and the Food Distribution Program on Indian Reservations (FDPIR), there are no regulatory or statutory prohibitions on making voter registration and (non-partisan and non-campaign) election information available to participants. This means that State agencies, at their discretion, could provide these materials to foodbanks and other partner agencies for distribution to participants without restriction from USDA as long as it is non-partisan and not specific to a campaign.  The Child Nutrition Programs would have little interaction with individuals of voting age however, FNS could encourage National School Lunch Program operators in high schools to promote voter registration and have congregate feeding areas such as cafeterias serve as a distribution point for information.   Likewise, Child and Adult Care Food Program (CACFP) emergency shelters could operate in the same way.  The American Rescue Plan recently extended CACFP benefits to young adults up to age 25, however this provision expires when the public health emergency is lifted.

The Special Supplemental Nutrition Program for Women, Infants and Children (WIC) and the Supplemental Nutrition Assistance Program (SNAP) are both covered by Section 7 of the National Voter Registration Act of 1993 (NVRA) which requires those States covered by NVRA to offer voter registration opportunities at certain public assistance and disability offices. USDA currently requires SNAP State agencies to demonstrate compliance with NVRA in the annual SNAP State Plan, which outlines the administration of the program in each State. SNAP State agencies have also been provided with guidance, technical assistance, and question-and-answer documents to assist with NVRA implementation and compliance. In particular, USDA guidance suggests that State SNAP agencies, which have flexibility to implement the NVRA provision in various ways, maintain regular communication with State election offices. In 2014, USDA's Food and Nutrition Service (FNS) contacted all State agencies administering SNAP and WIC to confirm that they were in compliance with the “motor voter” requirement. It was verified at the time that all non-exempt State agencies were in compliance with the statutory requirement to facilitate voter registration for any person who applies for or renews an application for public assistance, including by distributing voter registration forms, helping applicants complete registration forms, and accepting completed forms and transmitting them to State election officials.  FNS can consider conducting another compliance survey of SNAP and WIC State agencies or sending a letter to these State agencies to remind them of their responsibilities.  

FPAC could make voter registration forms and voter education available at FSA and NRCS service centers which typically have direct public access and interface. FPAC has more than 2,700 offices that are customer facing.

The American Rescue Plan will create more traffic through FSA service centers and thus creates an opportunity to disseminate additional voter registration materials.  We could also include voter information in our educational information and sessions with stakeholders and ask that organizations that enter into collaboration agreements consider sharing voter registration and non-partisan election information.

USDA is not considering designating additional programs under the NVRA.  As noted above, USDA’s SNAP and WIC programs are already designated.

Per USDA’s Departmental Administration office, the Department could revise DR 4060-630-002 “Leave Administration: Excuse Absence and Administrative Leave” in two ways which are at the Secretary’s discretion: 



1) Currently, the language on administrative leave for “registration and voting” is restricted to allowing employees who are voting to arrive to work 3 hours after polls open or leave work 3 hours before the polls close. Given the very common occurrence of extraordinarily long lines at polling places both on election day and throughout early voting, USDA could lift the time parameters around the taking of administrative leave for voting. It is within the Secretary’s discretion to make this change at the Department level.

2) This DR does NOT currently allow administrative leave for non-partisan volunteer activities such as providing rides to the polls, voter protection work or volunteering at polling places. These activities are however already allowable for administrative leave according to OPM. This type of volunteering could be added to the “volunteer activities” section in the DR. It is within the Secretary’s discretion to make this change at the Department level.



USDA could develop content and implement actions on our internal communications tools, the OneUSDA Intranet (intranet.usda.gov), and all employee-wide email distribution system, to inform employees of voting resources and information. These channels have the ability to reach almost 100K USDA employees at worksites across the nation and globe. Messaging can originate from the Secretary and/or Deputy Secretary, and from established workgroups over a set period of time.



FPAC could notify employees via email and through staff meetings on where to find voter registration information.  FPAC can guide service centers through with written instruction on making the information available to customers (where to place physical information, what types of questions they should/shouldn’t answer, and where to refer customers with additional questions regarding voter registration).



The Forest Service could add a https://vote.gov/ button to intranet webpages to connect employees to voter registration information. This link also provides access to voting and election resources on USA.gov. Employees could also be encouraged to register to vote through internal communication tools and leadership messaging.
